In January 2012 the Governor of Mississippi asked him to return from retirement 
to become the Adjutant General for the Mississippi National Guard, where he commanded a force of nearly 13,000 
Soldiers and Airmen.  He served in that capacity until his retirement as a Major General in August 2016.
