Bradley’s first assignment was with 1st Battalion 63rd Armor Regiment, 1st Infantry Division
from 2000-2003 where he serves as a Platoon Leader in Kosovo as part of KFOR 1B. He
also served as a Tank Platoon Leader, Tank Company Executive Officer, and Support
Platoon Leader upon return to Vilseck, Germany. Following the Infantry Officer Advanced
Course, Bradley was assigned to 3rd Brigade, 1st Cavalry Division in Fort Cavazos, Texas
from 2003-2007. Deploying to Iraq as part of Operation Iragi Freedom Il in 2004, Bradley
serves as the Brigade’s Senior Advisor to the 302d Iragi Army Battalion operating on Haifa
Street Baghdad. Bradley deployed to Iraq again in 2006 during the “Surge” as the
commander of Cold Steel Troop, 6th Squadron, 9th Cavalry Regiment during combat
operations in the Diyala province of Iraq.
