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As Program Executive Officer for Program Executive Office Command, Control, 
Communications, and Network (PEO C3N), Brigadier General Shane Taylor guides 
a workforce of more than 1,600 personnel who acquire, field and support the 
communications networks, radios, satellite systems and other hardware and 
software Soldiers require for information dominance on the battlefield.
