FORT MCNAIR, Washing-
ton, D.C. – Joint Base My-
er-Henderson Hall announces 
its next quarterly Public Open 
House of Grant Hall’s histor-
ic third-floor courtroom, lo-
cated on the Fort McNair side 
of the Joint Base in southwest 
Washington D.C., from 10 
a.m. to 4 p.m. on Saturday, 
Nov. 4. The courtroom is the 
site of the military tribunal, 
held from May through June 
1865, of those thought re-
sponsible for the plot to as-
sassinate President Abraham 
Lincoln.

 During a 2009-2012 reno-
vation of Grant Hall, which 
was originally part of Wash-
ington’s Federal Penitentiary 

from 1829 to 1868, the third 
floor of the building was re-
stored to depict the courtroom 
as it appeared during the 1865 
trial. Courtroom features 
were recreated based on ar-
tistic renderings and written 
descriptions of court proceed-
ings. Some furnishings and 
artifacts on display are on loan 
from the production company 
of a 2011 historical film about 
the trial, and other artifacts 
and documentation are from 
the National Defense Univer-
sity Library.

Renew your Henry Gate Access 
     Reminder! Soldiers, resi-
dents, and civilians wanting to 
enter the installation via the 
Henry Gate portal must first 
activate their CAC or Mil-
itary Dependent Card with 
the Visitor Control Center at 
the JBM-HH Police Station. 
The process includes the reg-
istration of biometrics (finger 
prints) and limits users to one-
year of entry through the gate. 
Make sure to note the date of 
registration, as you will need 

to renew one year following 
the date. This privilege is 
currently only available to 
CAC and Military Depen-
dent Card holders. Please 
make sure to check that your 
card itself is current, as ex-
pired cards will not be al-
lowed entry at any gate.
