A Sergeant First Class assigned to 194th Armored Brigade, Fort Benning,
Georgia, died in a PMV-2 accident 23 September 2017 in Seale, Alabama,
at 1405 local. The Soldier was making a turn when he reportedly lost
control of his motorcycle and crashed into an embankment. He was
wearing all required PPE and had completed all required MSF training
(BRC, BRC2 and ERC).
