
A Private First Class assigned to 20th Engineer Brigade, Fort Bragg, North 
Carolina, died in a PMV-2 mishap 21 October 2017 in Myrtle Beach, 

South Carolina at 1540 local. The Soldier was operating a motorcycle 
when he struck the rear end of a minivan that had stopped at an 

intersection. The Soldier suffered serious injuries and was pronounced 
dead shortly after the accident. He was wearing all required PPE and had 

recently completed Motorcycle Safety Foundation training.
